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STRATEGIC PLANNING: NOT JUST BUSINESS AS USUAL

Aworldwide survey of local Adventist churches is currently underway to provide essential information for
the GC' s strategic plarmming initiative. Since taking up the strategic plarmming process in April 2001, GCand
division administrators have emphasized that the plan must e more than just a collection of inspiring
slogans, and that progress and results must be tracked. This commitment has led church leaders to commission
an Adventist World Survey, which those involved say will be the most anbitious survey of Adventism ever
attempted.

The World Survey will provide a baseline indication of current attitudes and practices among Adventist
churches in every union of the world field. The results of the survey, due to be released this Septemoer at
Armual Council, promise an unprecedented glaoal snapshot of local Adventist churches.

The 97 questions on the survey seek information on a broad range of issues, including Sabbath school
and chirch attendance; whether believers enjoy an assurance of salvation; belief inbasic church doctrines;
outreach activities of the chirch; and attitudes of Adventist young pecple.

Pastor Michael Ryan, who heads up strategic plamning for the GC, emphasizes that effective strategic
plarmming must have a sense of “where we are now,” so we can see how far we’ve moved toward “where we want
tobe.” He explains, “With this sort of empirical baseline data we can ask, with greater credibility, the
questions: How can the church do this better? How can we inprove in gpecific areas?” This is an essential part
of the strategic plarming process.

“We’ re not a small church arymore, ” he adds. “We’ re a significant force in many societies, cperating an
increasing mumboer of institutions, and supporting milti-faceted ministries.” As the church expands into new
cultures ard countries, he says, it’s essential to coordinate different church entities, so we move together
toward the same goals. “Without this intentional, coordinated approach, the church may have difficulty
sustaining its extraordinary growth curve of the past decade.”

The World Survey project is a “massive undertaking,” says Dr. Roger Dudley, coordinator of the survey and
director of the Institute for Church Ministry at Andrews Theological Seminary. The survey’s seven-page
questiamaire has keen translated into five languages, and is currently being sent to 4,500 pastors from each
of the church’s 91 unian aonferences and missions. At each church, three pegple will £ill cut a questicmaire;
the pastor, amale lay leader, ard a female lay leader.

The GC Executive Committee voted in April 2001 to make strategic planning an integral part of
administrative decision-making, and they identified three gpiritual values—unity, growth, and quality of
life-as representing the essence of Adventist missian.

Over the past decade the church in Africa has grown so rapidly that one third of the world church’s
membership, more than 4 million members, now resides in Africa.

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ANTI-TERRORISM LEGISLATION THREATENS CIVIL RIGHTS

Fundamental rights are interrelated. If any right is undermined or abridged, all others are necessarily
impacted as well. The religion clause protection [in the US Constitution] also overlaps basic privacy and
autonomy principles. Indeed, the core idea of religious liberty is, in essence, an automoty right.

The First Amendment principles [of the US Constitution] of free religion, speech, press, and assenbly
have a philosophical foundation. They are grounded in the primary value of the individual. The supreme
value under our constitutional order is not the community but the individual. Yet this fundamental
commi tment began to shift long before September 11.

One exanmple of this is the US Supreme Court’ s declaration that protecting the free exercise of religion as
a fundamental right would meke “each conscience. . .a law unto itself,” resulting in “sheer anarchy.” [Smith,
Supra, at 1606] But if protecting the rights of conscience leads to anarchy, then this calls into question our
method for protecting other First Amendment rights. Free speech, press, and assembly are also rights of
amscience, alag with religicus freedom.

If govermment can restrict religicus freedom so lang as it crafts laws that do not overtly target religion
(which is precisely the state of our constitutional law: “facially neutral laws of general applicability” can
restrict religion severely, vet ke subject to virtually no judicial review.), then why carmot the same method e
used to restrict speech and press? That the courts have not yet descended into such an assault on cur other
freedoms dees not negate the fact that such a fomdation has been definitely and fimmly established.

The war on terrorism, however, arrives with unique threats to religiocus liberty precisely because of the
religicus dimensions to the war. The war on terrorism necessarily invokes a war an an ideology of hate that
advocates the use of violence. Indeed, the curricula of Islamic schools could well be scrutinized and actual
teaching monitored to ensure that terrorist propaganda is not disseminated here at hore. Such “excessive
entanglement” with religicus institutions and teaching implicate both religion clauses as well as rights of free
speech, press, and assembly. Even if such teaching stopped short of posing a “clear and present danger, ”
under historical legal standards such restrictions would seem necessary and acceptable to marty, if not most,
Avericans.

No right is an island. A Eurcpean visitor to America not long ago was heard to remark that Americans
were “too free.” This may be about to change. Liberty, March/April 2002.

GOT MILK?

The March-April issue of Oncology Reports
amtains an in-vitro study that doserved the growth
rates of breast cancer cells from women who had
been treated with radiation therapy. Scientists
measured the effects of growth hormones an growth
ard radiation sensitivity.

There are hindreds of millions
of different proteins in nature, and only one
hormeone (that I am aware of) that is identical
between any two species of mammal.

This new
scientific study exposed ivradiated breast cancer
cells to IGF-I. Scientists aonfirmed that when
IGF-I wes raoved from cultures of breast cancer
cells, the cellular growth was “significantly
decreasd.”

Breast cancer cell dodoling time was depardat
upon the presence of human or bovine IGF-TI.
Trey are both exactly the sare. In the experimett,
variatians in radiation therapy were minor. The
scientists may not even recognize the significance
of their finding. Cellular cancer dodbling time
may very well ke influenced by every glass of milk,
spoanful of yogurt, or bite of cheese taken by
lreest cancer petiats.

This ultimate iraty doourents a crime against
woman-kind. The scientists know. The dairy
industry knows. The Food and Drug
Administration knows. Now, you know too.
